Question 1: Perhaps the most physically difficult and (literally) burdensome tasks in the Beit HaMikdash
was accomplished by using a team of 24 Kohanim to do this one job.  Do you know what that task was,
which was performed hundreds of times a year?

Question 2:  During the early 1960's, the PLO was created (and its first chairman Ahmed Shuquairy
was chosen) by what infamous non-Arab organization?

Last Week’s Riddle:
Question 1: When the chazzan takes the Torah from the Aron to the Bima, he turns to his right and
proceeds in that direction.  When he returns the Torah, he again turns right from the Bima (as he faces
forward) and walks toward the Aron, completing a counter-clockwise rotation.  What is the source for this
path direction?

Answer 1: As with many Shul rituals, the source is in the Beit HaMikdash. The Kohanim were enjoined
to always turn to the right and walk around the mizbeach counter-clockwise when sprinking the blood of
the chatat on the four corners of the mizbeach (Zevachim 62b). Some say that even when we turn
around for "bo'i v'shalom" on Friday night we should turn to the right.

Question 2:  During the early 1960's, the PLO was created (and its first chairman Ahmed Shuquairy
was chosen) by what infamous non-Arab organization?

Answer 2: The KGB created the PLO in Moscow and selected its first leaders.
