In anticipation of Yom H’aaztmaut, the Young Israel of Teaneck is proud to sponsor a Kiddush in 
celebration of Israel’s 60th birthday and to honor the brave soldiers of the Israeli Defense Forces.   

 
As many of you know, we are the very proud parents of two IDF soldiers.  Moshe recently completed 
12 months of service as a member of the Golani 51 Brigade.  Eitan has just begun his 14 month 
service in the Artillery Corps. Each of them has the status of Chayal Boded or Lone Soldier. 
 
While the army and organizations like Friends of the IDF provide extra benefits for Lone Soldiers, often 
the individual needs of these soldiers go unmet.

Created shortly 
after the Second Lebanon War, the uniqueness of Yashar LaChayal is implied in its name, which 
means “straight to the soldier.”  100% of each donation goes directly to Israel’s soldiers. How do they 
accomplish this?

Moskowitz Foundation, thus assuring that every dollar you give goes directly to support the soldiers 
Their staff members are volunteers except for the Executive Director, who is a full-time employee.  
 
Since its inception, Yashar LaChayal has distributed warm winter clothing to thousands of soldiers, 
supplied heating/air-conditioning units, purchased and distributed bullet-proof vests and M-16 
flashlights. They have special funds dedicated to assist injured soldiers, Lone Soldiers, as well as 
soldiers who come from financially distressed homes. With your support they can continue these 
acts of chesed and so much more.
