Why, then, do we affix tzitzit to our four-cornered garments even
though we don’t have t'cheilet, which is part of the mitzvah?

Answer: The Beit halLevi (Rabbi Y. D. Soloveitchik of the 19th century) suggests that the mitzvat esai of
tzitzit overrides the negative command of bal tigra (“esai docheh lo ta’aseh”).
