Question: Poskim point out that just as one must immerse totally in a mikveh to achieve purification, so
too one must do teshuva on all aveirot on Yom Kippur to achieve its atonement. What word is used in
the Torah both by mikveh and Yom Kippur that leads the Poskim to this conclusion?

Answer: TaHoR. The Torah says in a number of places “v'rachatz bamayim v'taher” (e.g., Bamidbar
19:19) with respect to mikveh, and with reference to Yom Kippur, the verse says “lifnei haShem titharu”
